Council defers ‘Better Off’ funding 
decision, pending feedback from the 

community

Council has deferred a decision on 
a Government funding package 

pending feedback from the community.  
 In July 2021 Government announced a 

$2.5 billion package to support councils 
transition through the Three Waters 
Reform. The money is split between a 
‘no worse off’ allocation of $500 million 
towards costs of transition, and $2 billion 
in ‘better off ’ funding for councils to use 
on community wellbeing projects.

 Matamata-Piako’s potential share 
of the funding is $17.27 million, with 
$4.32 million available this year and the 
remainder in 2024. Council has until 
September to sign an agreement with 
Government for the first tranche of 

funding. At Wednesday’s meeting Council 
considered whether or not to submit an 
application for the $4.32 million this year. 
Views around the table were varied on 
whether or not to apply for the funding, 
but one thing all Councillors agreed on 
was that community views should be 
considered in this process. 

 One point that Councillors were very 
clear on, is that regardless of whether 
or not they apply for this funding, MPDC 
will continue to actively oppose the Three 
Waters Reform. The Council is part of 
Communities 4 Local Democracy - a group 
of 31 local councils who are working 
together to challenge the reform. Council 
also recently made a submission opposing 
the draft Water Services Entity Bill.  

 The Better Off Support funding can be 
applied to programmes or initiatives that 
meet one or more of the following criteria 
- none of these are linked to water assets:

• Support local place-making (improving 
public spaces and facilities)

• Improve community wellbeing 
(activities that support economic 
growth, social connections, and cultural 
development)

• Build resilience to climate change and 
natural hazards

• Enable housing development and 
growth

 Council will be consulting on the Better 
Off funding later this month, asking 
whether or not people think we should 
apply for this funding, and why/why not. 

 Council will consider this feedback 
alongside how the funding might be used, 
and how the community would benefit 
when deciding whether or not to apply 
for the funding. They will make a final 
decision before the 30 September deadline 
for Tranche 1 funding. Sign up for email 
updates to ensure you are notified when 
submissions open.

Addressing the need to stop family 
violence

Having had a long association with Te Rau Awhina Tokoroa 
Women’s Refuge, Komatua Munro was honoured to 

formally welcome local organisation representatives, invited 
guests and community to the official launch of the Te Rau Awhina 
Matamata service last week. “It is a privilege to be able to help 
our wahine” he said. “You women are everything. You create our 
homes, bear our children and nurture us all. It’s important we all 
uplift our women, treasure our relationships and stand together 
to make good communities.”

Committed to advocating for those affected by family violence, 
Te Rau Awhina understand reaching out can be extremely hard. 
They are there to provide whatever service is required with 
refuge, advocacy or whanau support to keep women and their 
children safe. 

“Family violence can occur in any home regardless of culture, 
ethnicity or income” says manager, Maria Bradshaw. “It is not 
limited to physical violence, but any attempt to control someone 
using fear, intimidation or abuse. It is abuse from anyone with 
whom you are in a close personal relationship, and it is never ok.”

One of the most alarming statistics shared by Maria, was that 
87% of family violence goes unreported. Furthermore, of those 
incidents that are reported, 70% of victims have been abused 
in front of their children. This is completely unacceptable and 
reiterates the need for 24/7 support networks to be available. 
In many cases these are women who don’t want to end the 
relationships – they just want the violence to stop. They are tired, 
stressed and often already dealing with enough. But they need 
help - they deserve help.

“Our service provides a range of supports for women and 
children who are victims of family violence” says Maria. “We work 
alongside you to develop safety plans that address the specific 
risks you and your children face. We will never tell you what you 
should do but provide you with information to make informed 
choices and put support in place that reflects your choices and 
goals for yourself and your children. For some women our support 

will include spending time in our Safe House while obtaining 
protection and parenting orders, finding rental accommodation, 
getting benefits sorted and engaging in counselling. For others 
having a monitored alarm installed and a home security upgrade 
and getting protection orders allow her to stay in her home while 
attending women’s education and support programmes, learning 
how to help their children address the impact of witnessing 
abuse. For women who choose to remain with their partners 
or to return to them, safety planning, women’s empowerment 
programmes and emotional support may best meet their needs. 
In all cases, the service delivered is chosen by the woman we are 
supporting who we recognise as the expert on her own needs 
and those of her children.”

Despite having an incredibly 
tight labour market, where 

businesses in Matamata are crying out 
for workers, we have over 50,000 more 
people on the Job Seeker benefit than in 
2017. The system isn’t working as it should 
and we need to change the approach. We 
need to inspire and support Kiwis to be 

their best selves and strive forward, not be 
left languishing with a lifetime of benefit 
dependency. 

During the 2017 election, the 
Government championed welfare support, 
however their actions over the last five 
years have failed to deliver meaningful 
results. Evidence is showing that the 
number of long-term Job Seekers aged 
18–24years has almost doubled under this 
Government. To help address the issue, 
National recently announced a “Welfare 
that Works” policy. There are three key 
aspects to this policy; the first focusing 
on community providers. Despite MSD 
hiring over 2300 new staff, outcomes have 
not improved. National will work with 
community providers to pair job coaches 
with Job Seekers to get them work-ready 
in their local communities and help break 
the cycle of long-term dependency. 

The second aspect is ensuring there is 
intensive support for Job Seekers. Young 
Jobs Seekers who have been dependent 
for longer than three months will receive 
a proper assessment of their barriers to 
finding work. There is no one solution 
for all, so each Job Seeker will have an 
individualised plan to support them.
The third aspect focuses on sanctions 

and incentives, such as temporary or 
permanent reductions to the Job Seeker 
benefit for those abusing the system, or 
rewarding achievement with $1000 bonus 
payments for under 25s who remain off 
the benefit for longer than 12 months. 

Although the last few years have been 
uncertain with multiple lockdowns and 
closed borders, while the demand for 
workers has bounced back significantly 
the will of Kiwis to work isn’t being 
reciprocated, and job availability is not 
the issue. In my role as Horticulture 
spokesperson for the National Party, the 
main concern I hear time and time again 
from various industry players is the 
outcry for workers. Fruit is being left on 
the ground to rot because growers cannot 
get workers in to pick. The same issue is 
occurring in my other portfolio, Defence. 
The NZDF is experiencing high attrition 
with personnel finding better roles in 
the trades or re-locating to countries for 
better lifestyle opportunities and more 
affordable living. I believe this “Welfare 
that Works” approach will go a long way to 
ensuring that those Kiwis who should be 
working, are working. This will ultimately 
lead to a stronger and more prosperous 
Matamata community. �„

    Racing with Dennis Ryan

Tributes flow at Taiki’s tragic passing
Tributes have flowed with both actions and words in 

the wake of the tragic passing of popular Japanese 
jockey Taiki Yanagida. 

As reported on this page a week ago, 28-year-
old Taiki suffered critical head and spinal 

injuries in a race fall on August 3. After he was 
placed on life support in Waikato Hospital, 
his mother Kayano and sister Chiaki 

travelled from Japan and maintained 

a bedside vigil until last Tuesday evening when he 
succumbed to his injuries. One of the most challenging 
aspects of Taiki’s passing is that he was so well-liked and 
respected by all who had the privilege of knowing him, 
and that he had so much to live for.

In a career that began when he arrived in Matamata 
in mid-2017 with one ambition in mind – to become a 
jockey – and by sheer dedication Taiki realised his dream. 

After signing up as an apprentice with Lance O’Sullivan 
and Andrew Scott, he wore the Wexford Stables colours to 
his first raceday victory in early 2018 and in the ensuing 
four years he took his winning tally to 162. 

In that time Taiki gained the admiration of the racing 
industry as well as those in his homeland. It was with 
well-earned pride that in June he took his first trip in 
four years back to Japan, when he was able to share 
his experiences first-hand. That time together will 
forever be a cherished memory for his family as they 

come to terms with their loss and remember Taiki for 
the person he was and for his achievements. 
“Taiki repeatedly said he had no regrets,” Kayano 

Yanagida said in a statement from the family. “He told 
us the same when he went back to New Zealand 

from Kyoto a month ago. As his family, we 
will always remember these words as we 

think of him. Taiki’s achievements could 
not have been reached without the 

support from each of his friends, 
acquaintances, and horse racing 
associates. With their help, he 
was able to overcome difficulties, 
always aiming ever higher. We 
express our deep gratitude.”

As well as his family, 
Taiki’s loss has been felt 
particularly by those he 

shared so much with him 
during his few short years in 

the saddle. On a daily basis that was his workmates and 
associates at the Matamata track, including compatriot 
Yuto Kumagai, a fellow apprentice at Wexford Stables, 
and Cambridge-based Kozzi Asano, to whom Taiki had 
finished second on the 2019-20 apprentice jockeys’ 
ladder. 

On Saturday at Tauranga, Lance O’Sullivan and Andrew 
Scott produced Star Treasure for a win that would have 
meant so much with rider Samantha Spratt saluting 
high in the saddle as she crossed the line. An even 
more emotional touch came with Kozzi Asano’s win at 
Riccarton on the Kevin Myers-trained Hooks, when in a 
special tribute to his mate he wore a pair of Taiki’s named 
jockey silks. They and a number of other winning jockeys 
paid their own personal acknowledgement, and to their 
credit raceday stewards turned a blind eye to those who 
might otherwise have transgressed what is known as the 
“celebratory gesture” rule.

As is invariably the case when the racing industry 
is confronted by loss and the grief that goes with it, 
participants come together in acknowledging the 
bereaved as well as others affected by the turn of events. 

Taiki’s passing is no different and as this edition went 
press a large gathering was expected at his memorial 
service at the Matamata racecourse on Monday afternoon. 

“The outpouring of emotion demonstrates just how 
many lives Taiki touched during his time in New Zealand,” 
commented New Zealand Thoroughbred Racing CEO 
Bruce Sharrock in acknowledging Taiki’s passing and its 
impact on all who knew him as Tiger. 

“That beaming smile will be an enduring memory when 
we remember him. The racing family does come together 
in times of adversity, and there are so many people out 
there wanting to provide some form of support for the 
family that we have set up an account for that purpose,” 
he said.

Fishing Report Chris Bungard - Matamata Sportsworld

Hi. Well, we have had a big high over the 
country for a few days and with that, 

a few frosts. While they are not everyone’s 
cup of tea, they do usually create a fine day afterwards.
The local streams have now dropped back down to fairly 
normal levels. While many are closed, the ones that are 
open have fished quite well. The upper reaches of the 
Waihou are holding some nice fish in the deeper pools. 
The trick there is to use quite a heavy weighted nymph – 
perhaps even with a bit of split shot on it to get down to 
where the spawning fish are lying. It is also a good idea 
to attach a short piece of trace to the nymph with a Glo 
Bug on it.

To the Rotorua area and I have mentioned a few times 
recently about the fishing attributes of Lake Rotorua. 
Well, last week a couple of very cunning local anglers 
headed off down there – namely Rod and Matt Dawson. 
Now fish normally tremble in fear when the Dawson lads 
are heading their way – and rightfully so. The boys ended 

up having a great day landing some very respectable 
Rainbows, and also a lovely Brownie. Well done guys. For 
a bit of spin fishing in the area, you can’t go past the lower 
end of the Ngongataha.

To the Taupo region and its really all about the rivers 
down there at the moment. I have had a couple of reps 
call into the shop in the last week – both very keen fly 
fisho’s. They had been down on the rivers and were 
full of praise for them. From the information I gathered 
from them, it seems the Tongariro is producing some 
exceptional fishing. Now it would be fair to say these boys 
are very experienced and know what they’re doing. They 
both said there are so many fish in there, even I could 
catch one! Nice ah!

Over to the sea and the good old west coast has been 
very fishable on quite a few occasions lately. Believe me, 
it has not disappointed. The boys are now heading out 
a wee bit wider, generally out around that 60-62m of 
water. What is starting to happen is the big spring fish 

are starting to show up. They come in from way out in 
the deeper water as the temperature starts to lift. So, the 
smart anglers, head out to meet them if you like! Dwayde 
Pinny has had several fish well up into double figures 
with the best one tipping the scales at 18lb.

Up to the Coromandel and it has been a week of fishing 
with big tides. With the full moon on Friday there has 
been a big water flow through the farms. These big tides 
however, are very good for fishing the close in farms. 
Talking to a couple of people that fished Deadman’s 
Point on Sunday, they did very nicely. Low tide was mid 
afternoon so they fished the last hour out and the first 
couple of hours after the turn – very successfully too I 
might add, with several fish up near double figures.

Congratulations to a couple of local boys – Hugh McKean 
got a very nice 19 and a half pound snapper recently up at 
Houhora – then, heading him off with an awesome fish of 
just over 20lb was Bryan Shepherd. Nice work guys, well 
done.���„  Happy fishing, Bungey.
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
